Health Services Agency reported they 

are having shifts in the agency funding with measure K and are moving from 

the schools to working with Human and Family Services to reduce the child 

welfare re-entry into foster care rate, with on-going support in the homes and 

prevention work. Rape Trauma Services (RTS) has a volunteer training in 

October its 65 hours for helping hospitals and law enforcement. Puente is 

having its fall harvest festival on Sunday September 24th honoring their 

volunteers. Cabrillo Unified School district is having staff wellness groups 

starting September 18th on mindfulness and social awareness.
